TEAM NOTABLES

Lester Abram will miss the remainder of the 2004-
05 season following successful surgery (Dec. 16) to
a left shoulder injury. Abram, who played in only
three games this season, will apply for a medical
hardship (redshirt) to regain an additional year of
eligibility. Abram has played in 64 career games
for the Wolverines with 54 starts. He has averaged
11.6 points, 4.3 rebounds, 1.3 assists and 1.0 steals
for his career.

With numerous Wolverines out throughout the
season, Michigan has still managed success with
a 12-8 overall record. Through it all, the Maize
and Blue has lost 69 total games due to injury
this season. The most severe loss has been Lester
Abram, who is out for the year following shoulder
surgery (Dec. 16). The list of significant injuries
for the Maize and Blue include: Daniel Horton
(four weeks, knee sprain), Graham Brown (four
and a half weeks, hernia) and Dani Wohl (four
weeks, elbow). Chris Hunter (ankle), Brent Petway
(shoulder), Amadou Ba (knee and lower back) and
Ashtyn Bell (broken nose) have all missed games
due to injury this season.

In eight of their 20 regular season games,
Michigan has held teams at or below 60 points
— Binghamton (46), Delaware State (48), Fairfield
(48), Sacramento State (49), High Point (53), UNC-
Asheville (54), Notre Dame (60) and Colorado (60).
Michigan held Arizona and Northwestern to just
61 points while holding South Florida, Penn State
and Indiana to just 62 points.

Michigan’s 64-53 loss to No. 15/13 Michigan State
(Jan. 27) marks the Wolverines' third-consecu-
tive Big Ten loss, and its second-straight loss to
a ranked opponent. After starting the season 3-0
in conference play, U-M has dropped contests at
Indiana (Jan. 19), against Wisconsin (Jan. 22), and
at Michigan State for an even 3-3 conference
record.

Despite Michigan's64-53lossat No.15/13 Michigan
State (Jan. 27), the Wolverines turned in a higher
shooting percentage than the Spartans. U-M shot
47.7 percent (21-of-44) from the field compared
to MSU’s 47.1 percent (24-of-51). Michigan is cur-
rently shooting 44.8 percent for the season.

Michigan's 65-63 victory over No. 14/15 lowa
(Jan. 5) marked the Wolverines’ second win over a
ranked opponent this season. The Maize and Blue
also defeated No. 20/19 Notre Dame (Dec. 4) in a
61-60 win in Ann Arbor.

With their 70-48 victory over Fairfield (Jan. 8),
the Wolverines won by a season-high 22 points.
Michigan has now won three games by over 20
points after defeating Sacramento State (70-49,
Nov. 19) and UNC-Asheville (75-54, Dec. 31) both
by 21 points.

Michigan held UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31) to a team-
low 25 points in the first half. The Wolverines have
held two other teams to 25 points in the first half
this season: Delaware State (Dec. 29) and Arizona
(Nov. 24).

Michigan has had four players hit double digits
in seven games this season, including the last
two straight: against Sacramento State (Nov. 19),
against South Florida (Dec. 11), at UCLA (Dec. 18),
against UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31) at lowa (Jan. 5),
against Wisconsin (Jan. 22) and most recently at
Michigan State (Jan. 27). Dion Harris has recorded
double figures in each of those seven games. Four
Wolverines are currently averaging double figures:
Harris (13.7 per game), Daniel Horton (12.4 per
game), Chris Hunter (11.1 per game) and Courtney
Sims (10.5 per game).

Michigan recorded its highest field goal percent-
age of the season against UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31),
shooting 58.9 percent (33-0f-56). Michigan has
shot over 50 percent in five games this season and
is shooting 44.8 percent on the season.

Michigan is capitalizing on free throw shooting
this season, currently outscoring their opponents
by 19 points from the charity stripe. Through
20 games, Michigan has shot 262-for-357 (73.4
percent) in free throw shooting compared to its
opponents’ 238-for-338 (70.4 percent).

Michigan recorded a season-high 22 assists against
UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31) for the highest team assist
total since March 8, 2001, when the Maize and
Blue recorded 24 assists against Penn State in the
Big Ten Tournament. Dion Harris led U-M against
the Bulldogs with a career-best eight assists.

Courtney Sims (35) and Brent Petway (34) are cur-
rently averaging 3.5 blocks-per-game between
them while accounting for 75.0 percent (69) of
Michigan’s block total of 92. U-M is currently out-
blocking its opponent by 1.5 per game (92-to-61).

Michigan's nine-block performance against
Wisconsin (Jan. 22) marks the highest team-block
total since U-M recorded a season-best 12 against
Sacramento State (Nov. 19). Brent Petway led the
team with five while Courtney Sims blocked four.

Michigan had a season-best 12 blocks against
Sacramento State (Nov. 19). The dozen blocks
against the Hornets marked the first time the
Wolverines have recorded 10 or more blocks since
last season against Oakland (Nov. 21, 2003) when
they had 10.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES

FIFTH-YEAR SENIOR FORWARD J.C. MATHIS

J.C. Mathis made his second-consecutive start
for the Wolverines at Penn State (Jan. 15) for his
third-career start at Michigan. Mathis was a prime
force in U-M's 66-62 victory, recording season-
best totals in points (9), rebounds (6) and minutes
played (22).

J.C.Mathis stepped into a more prominent role for
the Wolverines over the three-game span in which
post players Brent Petway and Chris Hunter were
sidelined due to injury (Jan. 8 — Jan. 15). Mathis
had significant playing time over the three-game
stretch, making two starts and averaging 19.3
minutes, while recording 21 points and shooting

J.C. Mathis is playing his second season with the
Wolverines after transferring from Virginia two
seasons ago. Last year he averaged 3.8 points and
3.8 rebounds in 26 games. This season, he is aver-
aging 2.3 points, 1.6 rebounds and shooting 50.0
percent from the field in 12 games.

JUNIOR WING LESTER ABRAM

Lester Abram was named one of three captains
by his teammates for the 2004-05 season. He
joins Graham Brown and Sherrod Harrell as tri-
captains.

Lester Abram will miss the remainder of the 2004-
05 season following successful surgery (Dec. 16) to
a left shoulder injury. Abram, who played in only
three games this season, can apply for a medical
hardship (redshirt) to regain an additional year
of eligibility.

Lester Abram has played in 64 career games for
the Wolverines, starting 54 of those contests. After
playing in 58 straight games for the Wolverines,
he missed three straight games last season due
to a shoulder injury suffered at the 2004 Big Ten
Tournament.

Lester Abram has scored in double figures in 38 of
64 career games, currently holding a 744 career-
point total for the Maize and Blue. He is 256 points
away from become the 40th Wolverine scoring
1,000 career points.

For his first two seasons, Lester Abram has been
a big asset to the Wolverines when up at the free
throw line. He set the U-M freshman-class mark
shooting 85.6 percent, coming back the following
season to tie Cazzie Russell's sophomore-class
mark with an 84.3 percentage. In three games in
2004-05, he was 10-for-11 from the charity stripe
for a 90.9 percentage. Overall, he is second all-
time at Michigan with an 85.1 career free throw
percentage.

JUNIOR GUARD ASHTYN BELL

Ashtyn Bell played 17 minutes at Michigan State
(Jan. 27) for the most playing time since seeing
a career-best 18 minutes against Delaware State
(Dec. 29). Bell has seen the most significant play-
ing time in his career this season, playing 63 min-
utes in eight games compared to six minutes in
four games throughout his first season at U-M.

While playing 17 minutes at Michigan State (Jan.
27), Ashtyn Bell recorded a career best in assists (2)
and grabbed his first-career steal. Bell's previous
best in assists was one, which he has recorded on
three other occasions.

Ashtyn Bell became a Wolverine after walking
onto the team during the October tryout period
two seasons ago. Mainly used as a practice player,
Bell has filled in spot minutes after injuries to the
Wolverine lineup. He has played in eight games
this season.

Ashtyn Bell has yet to score in his Michigan career.

He has attempted five field goals in his two-year
career and three free throws. Unfortunately, he has
yet to capture that first field goal.

JUNIOR FORWARD GRAHAM BROWN

Graham Brown was named one of three captains
by his teammates for the 2004-05 season. He joins
Lester Abram and Sherrod Harrell as tri-captains.

After missing almost four weeks following suc-
cessful surgery (Dec. 7) for a reoccurring her-
nia, Graham Brown returned to the Michigan
lineup in a 71-61 victory over Northwestern (Jan.
12). With Michigan’s lead depleted to five over
Northwestern in the final minutes of the contest,
Brown drew a key charge to shift momentum for
the Wolverines and lead them on an 8-3 final run
to win the game. He finished the game with five
rebounds, one steal and one assist against the
Wildcats.

In his second game back from injury, Graham
Brown stepped up for the Wolverines at Penn
State (Jan. 15), playing in a career-high 37 minutes
while putting up his first-career double-double
with 13 points and a career-best-tying 10 boards.
He also had two steals, an assist and a block and
was named the ESPN-Plus Player of the Game.

After posting 13 points and 10 rebounds for
his first-career double-double at Penn State (Jan.
15), Graham Brown nearly accomplished the feat
in back-to-back games. Brown brought down a
career-best 11 boards while recording eight points
at Indiana (Jan. 19), to leave him just two points
shy of his second-consecutive double-double.

Graham Brown missed his first career game against
Sacramento State (Nov. 19), snapping a 66-straight
game streak for the junior forward. He sat out the
game as a precautionary measure after suffering a
mild concussion against Colorado (Nov. 17).

The “Maize Rage,” U-M’s student crowd, has made
Graham Brown their second Wolverine to earn
a nickname. Brown is affectionately known as
‘Moose’ to the Maize-and-Blue faithful. However,
Brown prefers the nickname ‘Hambone’ given to
him by his father, Rich, when he was a small boy.
The Maize Rage's first dubbing was “Air Georgia”
for Brent Petway.

Graham Brown could be one of the most impor-
tant players on the Wolverines squad. He has 382
career points (5.1) and 351 career rebounds (4.7),
but it is his screens, diving for loose balls, and
grittiness that most opponents have to try and
match.

Graham Brown has scored a career-high 14 points
three times in his career. The last time was against
Hawaii (March 24, 2004) in the quarterfinal of the
Postseason NIT. He has seven career games scor-
ing in double figures.

Since returning to the Michigan lineup five games
ago, Graham Brown has averaged 7.2 rebounds-
per-game. Throughout the 2004-05 season, Brown
has drastically improved his rebound produc-

tion, averaging 6.7 in 11 games compared to last
season’s 4.1 and his freshman-season 4.6.

Graham Brown posted a career-best 11 rebounds
at Indiana (Jan. 19). In 75 career games, Brown has
pulled down 351 boards for a 4.7 per-game aver-
age. He reached double figures in rebounds two
other times - against Boston University (Dec. 30,
2003) and at Penn State (Jan. 15), when he put up
his first-career double-double.

In conference action this season, Graham Brown
has nearly doubled his steals production, averag-
ing 1.4 steals compared to last season’s 0.9. Overall,
Brown is averaging 1.2 steals on the year com-
pared to his career-best 0.8 last year. He currently
has 52 career steals.

Graham Brown has drastically improved his free
throw percentage in the 2004-05 season, shooting
81.8 percent (9-of-11) from the charity stripe com-
pared to his season-best 57.1 percent (32-0f-56)
his sophomore season.

JUNIOR GUARD SHERROD HARRELL

Sherrod Harrell was named one of three captains
by his teammates for the 2004-05 season. He joins
Lester Abram and Graham Brown as tri-captains.

Sherrod Harrell made his third start of the season
against Boston University (Dec. 14). Harrell's two
other starts have come against Sacramento State
(Nov. 19) and against Arizona (Nov. 24) in the
Preseason NIT semifinal. The junior has four career
starts. He made his first collegiate start last season
against Bowling Green (Dec. 13,2003).

With many Wolverines out of the lineup to due
injury, Sherrod Harrell’s role has expanded to fill
those voids. Harrell has already surpassed his last-
season total of minutes played. In his sophomore
season, Harrell played 112 minutes in 25 games
for a 4.5 minutes-per-game average compared to
this season’s 195 minutes in 17 games for an 11.5
minutes-per-game average. He has a career-high
of 27 minutes against Boston University.

Sherrod Harrell has upped his scoring production
on many fronts this season. Harrell has become
more accurate from the field, hitting 7-for-20 (35.0
percent) from the field compared to 1-for-11 (9.1
percent) last season.The junior captain also upped
his per-game point total, scoring 27 points in 17
games for a 1.6 per-game total this season com-
pared to six points in 25 games last season for a
0.2 per-game total.

Sherrod Harrell scored a career-high seven points
against South Florida (Dec. 11). He went 2-for-3
from the floor with one triple. His previous best
was four points, which he had on three different
occasions.

Sherrod Harrell had a career-high five rebounds
against South Florida (Dec. 11). Harrell bettered his
previous top mark of three, which he recorded on
three different occasions.

Sherrod Harrell had a career-high three assists

against Boston University (Dec. 14). His game
against the Terriers marked the first time Harrell
has dished off multiple assists in one contest.

JUNIOR GUARD DANIEL HORTON

Daniel Horton missed four weeks after suffer-
ing a knee sprain in practice (Dec. 5). The injury
caused him to miss his first game as a Wolverine
against High Point (Dec. 7). Horton had played in
71 straight contests with 69 career starts up to
that point. But after missing six games due to the
injury, he returned and played 26 minutes at lowa
(Jan. 5) helping the Wolverines to a 65-63 road
win. He finished the game with 13 points, two
rebounds, two assists and a key steal in the final
two minutes.

Against Northwestern (Jan.12), Daniel Horton
became the 39th Wolverines to collected 1,000
career points. Needing 24 points to reach the U-M
historic list, he finished the first half scoring just
five points before tallying 19 in the second stanza
to finish the game with 24 points and 1,000 for his
career. He hit the 1,000th point on a free throw
with 57 seconds remaining.

With 11 points at Indiana (Jan. 19), Daniel Horton
moved into 37th place on U-M’s all-time scor-
ing list with 1,017 career points. Horton passed
Don Eaddy (1951-55), who compiled 1,012 points
throughout his career. Horton currently holds
1,033 career tallies.

To date, Daniel Horton has 1,033 career points and
ranks 37th all-time on the Michigan career lists. For
his career he is averaging 13.4 points a game. After
recording 24 points against Northwestern (Jan.
12), he has had 11 20-plus point games, including
a career high of 31 points against Purdue (Feb. 19,
2003). Horton has also scored in double figures in
57-0f-78 career games

Daniel Horton dished off a career-best 10 assists
at Penn State (Jan. 15). He surpassed his previous
best of nine, which he has recorded on two other
occasions. Horton is currently averaging 4.2 per
game (54 total) in the 2004-05 season.

With 10 assists at Penn State (Jan. 15), Daniel
Horton reached and surpassed the 300-assist
mark in his career. Horton currently holds 310
career assists. He is just 32 away from cracking the
top-10, trailing Dave Baxter (1975-78), who holds
10th with 342. Horton has recorded five or more
assists in 33 career games, averaging 4.0 per-game
for his career.

After draining two triples against Wisconsin (Jan.
22), Daniel Horton has 162 career three-point field
goals to bump him to third outright on Michigan’s
all-time list. Horton broke free of his tie with
Robbie Reid (1997-99), who previously held the
third-place position with 160. Horton is also third
all-time in attempts (471). In 2002-03, Horton set
the U-M freshman season record in both three-
point field goals (74) and attempts (216).

With one steal against Wisconsin (Jan. 22), Daniel
Horton upped his career total to 123 steals. He
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currently holds ninth place on the all-time list,
recently surpassing Mike McGee (1997-81) who
recorded 116 career steals and Jalen Rose (1991-
94) who had ninth with 117.Horton needs just two
more steals to reach Dugan Fife (1992-96) who
currently holds eighth with 125 career steals.

Daniel Horton recorded a career-best five steals
against Colorado in the Preseason NIT second
round. He bettered his previous mark of four,
which he recorded at Michigan State (Jan. 17,
2004). His five steals in the second round tied a
U-M Preseason NIT record in steals, matching Gary
Grant (1984-88) who set the mark of five against
Bradley in 1986.

With four rebounds against Wisconsin (Jan. 22),
Daniel Horton reached and surpassed the 200-
rebound mark in his career. Horton currently has
202 career boards and is averaging 2.6.

JUNIOR FORWARD CHRIS HUNTER

After missing five games due to a high ankle sprain
suffered at lowa (Jan. 5), Chris Hunter returned to
the lineup at Michigan State (Jan. 27). Hunter
picked up where he had left off prior to the injury,
recording 10 points on 4-of-7 shooting in just 11
minutes of play. The junior forward also tacked on
two rebounds.

Chris Hunter has been a valuable asset to the
Wolverines under the basket. Hunter has scored
in double digits in seven of his last eight games,
averaging 14.7 points per contest. He led the team
in scoring in three of the eight contests when he
scored a career-best 22 against High Point (Dec. 7),
21 at UCLA (Dec. 18) and 20 against UNC-Asheville
(Dec. 31).

In his last eight contests, Chris Hunter has scored
in double figures seven times, with his only single-
digit performance coming at lowa (Jan. 5) when
he left the game early due to an ankle injury. After
missing five games, Hunter came in off the bench
for the Wolverines at Michigan State (Jan. 27) and
recorded 10 tallies. Dating back to Dec. 7, Hunter is
averaging 14.9 points on 55.1 percent (43-0f-78)
shooting, 4.6 rebounds, 42.9 percent (6-of-14) from
long range, and 88.4 percent (27-0f-32) from the
charity stripe.

Chris Hunter has become a reliable offensive
option for the Wolverines this season, more than
doubling his point production from his sopho-
more campaign. Hunter is averaging 11.1 points
a game this season compared to 5.0 points as
a sophomore and a 5.4 points as a freshman. In
fact, Hunter has matched his career-best total of
57 field goals and has surpassed his career-best
point total of 162. He currently has 167 points on
57 field goals.

Chris Hunter's career-high 22 points against High
Point (Dec. 7) smashed his previous best of 13 set
at Georgia Tech (Nov. 30). Hunter posed a threat
to the Panthers after putting up 15 points in the
first half and, as a result, was double-teamed in the
second frame. Despite the disadvantage, Hunter
was still able to put up seven points in the final

20 minutes to finish the contest

with 22 points.

79.7 percent (47-0f-59) from the
free throw line, including 27-for-
32in his last eight contests. For his career, the 6-11
forward is shooting 72.9 percent from the charity
stripe.

Chris Hunter's perfect 10-for-10 from the free
throw line against South Florida (Dec. 11) tied a
Crisler Arena record for free throw percentage in
a contest. Hunter joins the rankings of 14 other
Wolverines who have accomplished the feat, with
the most recent being teammate Lester Abram
who went 10-for-10 against Northwestern (Jan. 7,
2004) last season.

Chris Hunter’s perfect 10-for-10 from the free
throw line against South Florida (Dec. 11) set
career bests in free throws and attempts. Hunter’s
previous best in successful free throws was seven,
which he set against lowa (March 12, 2004) at
the Big Ten Tournament. He also bettered his top
mark of eight free throw attempts, which he has
recorded three other times.

Chris Hunter hit two triples against Boston
University (Dec. 14) for a new career best. Hunter
has hit one three-pointer eight other times in his
career with the last coming against UNC-Asheville
(Dec. 31).For his career he is shooting 33.3 percent
(10-for-30) from long range.

After bringing down six rebounds against High
Point (Dec. 7), Chris Hunter reached and surpassed
200 career rebounds. He currently holds 233 career
boards for a 3.5 career average.

Chris Hunter has recorded at least one block in
38 of 67 career games. He has 57 career blocks
for a near 1.0 per-game average. He had a career-
best four swats against Eastern Michigan (Dec. 23,
2002).

SENIOR/JUNIOR GUARD DANI WOHL

Dani Wohl played five minutes in Michigan’s 70-48
victory over Fairfield (Jan. 8), seeing his first action
since missing almost four weeks due to a left

elbow injury suffered in practice (Dec. 9). Wohl did
not record a statistic in the game.

In 11 minutes of playing time at Michigan State (Jan.
27), Dani Wohl recorded a career-best two assists,
while matching a career-best two rebounds.

Dani Wohl saw his first significant action of his
career against High Point (Dec. 7), playing in a
career-high 30 minutes. Wohl's previous best in
minutes played was 11 against Oral Roberts (Nov.
27,2001). Against High Point, he finished the game
with then-career bests in points (4), rebounds (2),
assists (1), field goals (1), and free throws (2).

After going 2-for-2 from the free throw line against
High Point (Dec. 7), Dani Wohl matched a career
high from the charity stripe. Wohl has drained two
foul shots on three other occasions, with the last
coming against New Hampshire (Feb. 24, 2002),
while playing at Binghamton.

SOPHOMORE WING JOHN ANDREWS

John Andrews has swiftly adjusted to a significant
role for the Wolverines, averaging 19.6 minutes
and making nine starts. Andrews has shattered his
totals from last season, playing in 353 total min-
utes this season compared to his freshman cam-
paign playing just 11 minutes in seven games.

John Andrews has proved he is strong from the
free throw line late in the game, recording a per-
fect 4-for-4 from the charity stripe within the final
two minutes of play for the second time this sea-
son in Michigan's 66-62 down-to-the wire victory
at Penn State (Jan. 15). Andrews also accomplished
the feat in Michigan's clutch 65-63 road victory
over lowa (Jan. 5), hitting a perfect 4-for-4 with
under one minute to play in regulation.

John Andrews reached double digits in scoring for
the first time in his career against High Point (Dec.
7).He scored 10 points on 3-for-7 shooting, includ-
ing two triples and a perfect 2-for-2 from the free
throw line. He bettered his previous top mark of

John Andrews had a career-high-tying four
rebounds at UCLA (Dec. 18). He has since matched
that mark five other times, most recently at Indiana
(Jan. 19). In 18 games this season, he is averaging
2.4 rebounds a game.

John Andrews dished off a career-high four assists
at UCLA (Dec. 18). He has since matched that mark
against UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31). He currently has
29 assists this season for a 1.6 per-game average.

SOPHOMORE GUARD DION HARRIS

Dion Harris has played in 54 consecutive games
for the Wolverines with 31 starts. After starting just
11 games all of last season, Harris has received the
starting nod in all 20 games this year. In fact, since
Lester Abram surrendered his starting position to
Harris last season, Harris has started the last 28
games for the Maize and Blue.

Dion Harris recorded 10 points at Michigan State
(Jan. 27) for his eighth-consecutive game in dou-
ble figures. In the last eight games, Harris has
averaged 14.0 points on 41.4 percent shooting
(41-for-99), while hitting 40.4 percent (21-0f-52)
from long range.

After injuries to Daniel Horton and Dani Wohl
earlier in the season, Dion Harris has stepped up
to take the reigns as point guard. As a result, the
sophomore’s playing time significantly increased,
playing 731 minutes in 20 games for a 36.6 min-
utes-per-game average compared to last season’s
956 minutes in 34 games for a 28.1 minutes-per-
game average.

Dion Harris has played 30 or more minutes in all
20 games this season, playing in over 40 minutes
three times. Harris reached 40 at UCLA (Dec. 18),
against Boston University (Dec. 14) and a career-
high 44 against Arizona (Nov. 24) in the Preseason
NIT semifinal.

Dion Harris has gone 46-for-58 (79.3 percent)
from the charity stripe in the first 20 games of
the season. He has gone perfect from the charity
stripe in seven of the 14 games he has attempted
a free throw this season.

With 16 points against Wisconsin (Jan. 22), Dion
Harris reached and surpassed the 600-point mark
in his young career. Harris currently has 617 career
tallies, averaging 11.4 points-per-game. He has 36
of 54 games scoring in double figures.

Dion Harris recorded two triples at Michigan State
(Jan. 27) to put him at 100 career three-point
baskets. Harris needs just four triples to crack
Michigan’s all-time top-10.

With 100 of his 205 career field goals coming
from beyond the arc, Dion Harris has produced
48.8 percent of his offense from long range. He
has a career three-point percentage of 33.3 (100-
for-300).

Dion Harris set a new career-best with 24 points

against Colorado (Nov. 17) in the second round of
the Preseason NIT. Harris went 7-for-12 from the
field with three triples and a perfect 7-for-7 from
the free throw line. His previous game high was
23 set against lowa (March 12, 2004) in the first
round of the Big Ten Tournament.

With six defensive rebounds against Fairfield
(Jan. 8), Dion Harris set a new career high. Harris
topped his previous best of five boards, which
he recorded against Providence (Nov. 26) in the
Preseason NIT consolation finals.

With 72 assists in 20 games this season, Dion
Harris has upped his assist average more than a
full point since last season. In his freshman season,
Harris dished off 76 assists for a 2.2 per-game
average, compared to this season’s 72 assists for a
3.6 per-game average.

Dion Harris dished off a career-best eight assists
against UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31), contributing to
the team’s 22-assist performance. Harris' previ-
ous best was six, which he has recorded on three
other occasions. The sophomore guard currently
holds 148 career assists for a 2.7 per-game aver-
age.

Dion Harris recorded a career-best five steals
against Colorado (Nov. 17) in the second round
of the Preseason NIT. He topped the three he
recorded on four different occasions. He currently
has 59 career steals.

SOPHOMORE FORWARD BRENT PETWAY

After sitting out for two games with a shoulder
injury, Brent Petway returned to the lineup at
Indiana (Jan. 19). Petway recorded a team-leading
12 points along with seven rebounds in 22 min-
utes of play. He also added one assist, one steal
and one block.

Brent Petway has been an energetic force off the
bench for Michigan, dramatically improving his
production on many fronts in the 2004-05 sea-
son. He is averaging 7.8 points, 6.3 rebounds, 1.9
blocks, 0.9 steals and 1.0 assists in 23.4 minutes
of play as a sophomore compared with 3.9 points,
3.4 rebounds, 0.8 blocks, 0.2 steals, and 0.2 assists
in 13.5 minutes of play in his freshman campaign.

Prior to coming to Michigan and with his near 42-
inch vertical leap, Brent Petway earned the nick-
name “Throw It Up” for his highlight reel dunks.
Michigan’s student section now calls Petway “Air
Georgia” after thrilling the Crisler Arena crowd
with his aerial shows. His teammates call him“R.J.”
for Richard Jefferson of the NBA's New Jersey
Nets.

Brent Petway used his rap persona “Air Georgia”
to record the song “No. 1,” which can be heard
at U-M home games prior to the Wolverines' offi-
cial warm-up. Air Georgia sampled the theme to
ESPN's Sportscenter for the song.

Brent Petway continues to show his talents off the
court. At the annual student-athlete fundraiser
“Mock Rock” benefiting U-M’s Mott’s Children’s
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Hospital, Petway brought the house down with his
rendition of the rap song of Dem Franchize Boyz
called“Tall T.” He then broke out into a breakdance
routine during his six minute act. He received a
perfect 50 from the judges to win the annual stu-
dent-athlete competition.“Mock Rock” raised over
$10,000 for the hospital.

In three games of Big Ten conference play, Brent
Petway is averaging 9.5 points and 7.0 rebounds
in 24.0 minutes. He has also recorded three assists,
10 blocks, and three steals while committing just
one turnover. Petway sat out two of Michigan’s six
conference games with a left shoulder injury.

Brent Petway made the first collegiate start of his
career against Sacramento State (Nov. 19). In his
first career nod, he had 11 points, seven rebounds
and a career-high seven blocks in 28 minutes. He
has since made starts against High Point (Dec. 7)
and against Fairfield (Jan. 8).

With 10 points and 10 rebounds against Wisconsin
(Jan. 22), Brent Petway recorded his second-career
double-double. Petway’s other double-double
came against Boston University (Dec. 14) when he
recorded 13 points and 11 boards.

Brent Petway is 116-for-184 for his career from the
field for a 63.0 percentage mark. Of his 116 field
goals, 63 of them have come via the dunk, for 54.3
percent of his offensive production coming above
the rim.

With his 14 points at lowa (Jan. 5), Brent Petway
set a career best in total points. Petway’s previous
best was 13 against Boston University (Dec. 14).
The sophomore forward currently has 268 career
points for a 5.3 career average.

Brent Petway’s five-block performance against
Wisconsin (Jan. 22) marks his seventh game this
season and the 16th game of his career with
multiple blocks. The sophomore’s best block per-
formance came against Sacramento State (Nov. 19)
when he blocked seven.

Brent Petway topped his career best in blocks
against Sacramento State (Nov. 19) with seven
swats against the Hornets. The sophomore has
34 blocks this season for a 1.9 per-game average.
Petway has already topped his last-season block
total of 28, which he recorded in 33 games. For his
career he has 62 total blocks for a 1.2 per game
average.

Brent Petway’s seven blocks against Sacramento
State (Nov. 19) tied him for fourth on Michigan’s
all-time blocks list for an individual game. Petway
tied Roy Tarpley (1982-86) who had seven against
Purdue (Dec. 7, 1985) and Chris Webber (1991-93)
who had seven at Minnesota (Jan. 20, 1993). The
block total also tied him for third all-time in blocks
at Crisler Arena. The sophomore tied Roy Tarpley
(1982-86), who recorded seven blocks against
Purdue (Dec. 7,1985) in Ann Arbor.

SOPHOMORE FORWARD COURTNEY SIMS
Courtney Sims has played in 54 consecutive games

for the Wolverines. He has 53 career starts, which
includes his current streak of starting all 22 Big Ten
games in his young career.

Courtney Sims added 20 pounds during the off-
season to tip the scales at 245. For the most part,
Sims thanks his mother who fed him four meals a
day, as well as drinking protein shakes and sticking
to an 8 am. morning weight program five days a
week.

Courtney Sims matched his career best in points
with a team-leading 19 against Delaware State
(Dec. 29), shooting 7-for-9 from the floor with five
free throws. Sims set his top mark of 19 against
Michigan State (Feb. 24,2004). In his career, he has
scored in double figures in 22 of 54 games and is
averaging 8.8 points per game.

After draining his first free throw at Michigan State
(Jan. 27) for 19 straight, Courtney Sims missed his
first from the charity stripe in his last 20 attempts.
Sims is currently smashing his freshman-season
total in free throw percentage with 73.8 percent
(48-0f-65) from the line compared to last year’s
57.8 percent (52-0f-90) from the charity stripe.

Courtney Sims had a career-best 15 rebounds
against Purdue (Feb. 7, 2004). It marked the first
time a Wolverine has recorded over 15 rebounds
since the 1996 season when Maceo Baston (1995-
98) had 15 against Texas in the NCAA Tournament.
Sims currently has five career games with 10 or
more rebounds.

Courtney Sims recorded his fifth-career double-
double after posting 10 points and 13 rebounds
at lowa (Jan. 5). It marks the third time he has
recorded a double-double this season, with the
most recent coming against Providence (Nov. 26)
in the Preseason NIT.

Courtney Sims’' 12 points at Michigan State (Jan.
27) marked the 11th time this season the sopho-
more forward has posted double digits. Sims has
22 of 54 career games in double figures.

With his 10 rebounds against Providence (Nov. 26),
Courtney Sims reached the 200-rebound mark in
his young career. Sims has improved his rebound-
ing from his freshman campaign, bringing down
120 boards in this season’s first 20 games for a 6.0
per-game average compared to 161 boards for a
4.7 per-game average last season. The sophomore
currently has 281 career boards.

Courtney Sims’ four blocks against Wisconsin (Jan.
22) broke his lock with Robert Traylor (1995-98)
to claim seventh place outright on Michigan’s all-
time list. Sims currently holds 103 career blocks to
make him just the seventh Wolverine in history to
record at least 100 blocks. Sims needs just eight
more blocks to claim sixth on Michigan’s all-time
list.

Sims has recorded at least one block in 47 of 54
games including 34 multi-block performances. His
six blocks against Oakland (Nov. 21, 2003) in his
collegiate debut set a career high. As a freshman,

Courtney Sims led the Wolverines and the Big Ten
Conference in blocked shots with 68. A freshman
has not led the Big Ten in blocks since Penn State’s
Calvin Booth in 1996. Sims’ 68 blocks in 2003-04
was the sixth-best performance by a Wolverine in
school history.

FRESHMAN WING RON COLEMAN

After receiving his first starting nod against
Providence (Nov. 26) in the Preseason NIT, Ron
Coleman did not start the next two games. But that
didn’t last long as he became one of U-M’s main
starters getting the nod in the last 12 games.

Ron Coleman has proved he can come through
in the clutch after he drained a career-best four
three-point baskets in the final six minutes of play
to help Michigan to a 66-62 victory at Penn State
(Jan.15).The freshman guard had been held score-
less for the entire first half before coming back to
hit four triples in the second frame to help U-M to
its third conference victory of the season.

With two triples at Michigan State (Jan. 27), Ron
Coleman has recorded at least one three-point
basket in nine of his last 10 games. During that
stretch, Coleman is shooting 42.0 percent (21-of-
50) from beyond the arc.

Ron Coleman scored a career-best 18 points
against Fairfield (Jan. 8). Coleman topped his
previous best of 17 points, which he recorded
against UNC-Asheville (Dec. 31). Through the first
20 games this season, the freshman has reached
double digits eight times.

Ron Coleman’s seven rebounds against South
Florida (Dec. 11) marked a new career best for the
freshman guard. Coleman topped his previous
best of five, which he set against Providence (Nov.
26) in the Preseason NIT. He has since matched his
personal-best seven boards at UCLA (Dec. 18).

Ron Coleman dished off a career-best five assists
at UCLA (Dec. 18). He smashed his previous best
of two, which he had at Georgia Tech (Nov. 30).
For the season he has 26 assists for a 1.3 per game
average.
